In the light of the above, there is nothing sinister in 

Supplementary Appropriation Bills, including the 

Committee of Supply in relation thereto, to be 

transacted on Tuesday sittings and this has been the 

case in all sessions and legislatures.  

 

Such statement coming from the Opposition Whip 

may only damage the reputation of this temple of 

democracy.
